Team Penning Rules & Regulations!
*** Proper Western Attire is required!***
(Long sleeve shirts must be worn at the rodeo performance) 

1. Safety – ride to your ability – Helmets required under 18 Years Old!
2. No “roughing’ the cattle or your horse (if called on it – you forfeit your ride)

3. Must be ready at the gate!!!!

4. “Quickly” approach the time line – no lollygagging!

5. 1 trash cow allowed over the time line but it “MUST” must be turned back across time line before your time stops. More than one trash cow over time line = “NO TIME” run

6. 90 second time clock

7. You can not ‘touch’ the cattle with hands, reins etc.

8. You can not go all the way into the pen with your cattle when penning

9. Hand in the air means  - stop the time clock you are done with your ride
10. Have fun & be safe!

11.  For the Open Division – top three teams must stay for Rodeo performance on Saturday evening!

12.  For Youth Division – 1st place team must stay and ride during Rodeo performance!

Penning Terms:

Time/Foul Line:  A Flag will drop when you cross the time/foul line, your time begins,    flag goes up when your cows are in the pen and your hand goes up in the air.
Trash Cow:  A cow that is NOT your number that crosses the time/foul line

Settlers:  Two people that stay in the arena after a run to ‘bunch’ up the herd of cattle
Cattle Counter:  Device that helps you keep track of which numbers have been called   on a herd 
Types of Classes: 
Open Class:  3 riders – you pick – same team can not ride together more than one time: $15/Rider
Youth Class:  18 & Under - can not ride in open class (one or the other not both)  - $5 per rider
